A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF COMOX TO ESTABLISH AND REGULATE PARKS AND
RECREATION FEES FOR SERVICES OFFERED BY THE TOWN OF COMOX

WHEREAS Section 194 of the Community Charter authorizes Council to impose fees by bylaw;

AND WHEREAS Council wishes to recover a portion of the Town’s Parks and Recreation
expenses through user fees;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Town of Comox, in open meeting assembled, enacts as
follows:

1. TITLE

This Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as “Town of Comox Parks and Recreation Fees
Bylaw, 2015”

2. That the fees payable for services carried out in accordance with the provision of the
Community Charter shall be as outlined in SCHEDULE “A”, which is attached hereto and
forms part of this bylaw.

3. This bylaw shall come into effect upon final adoption hereof.

Hello,

My husband and | have lived in the Valley for the past 11 years. Every year during this cold period we have
had to close our windows because of the thick smoke that hangs in the air, particularly at night. When we
would leave our bedroom window open at night we would wake up coughing. We came from the Prairies
where, near Winnipeg, burning the fields after harvest was outlawed because of poor air quality in the City.
Farmers had to find another way to get rid of the stubble without having to burn it.

Smoke can be the cause of major health concerns including bronchitis, various cancers involving the larynx
(voice box), pharynx (throat), nasal sinuses, brain and more. It's difficult for people sensitive to poor air quality
to even get outside for exercise.

Is there no way to phase out wood burning stoves, especially in this small valley where the air can hang with
smoke for weeks at this time. Can the Province provide incentives for alternate heating?

There have been radio ads which is a start. Can you do more educating within the community but also in
schools so young people influence their parents. Have ads like the cigarette ads that show the health risks in a

blatant manner. This requires on-going education.

We would hate to have to move out of the Valley because of poor quality of air. Hopefully you can make long
term plans to eliminate this problem.

Hello. My name is Lori Kublik and I live at 1678 Robb Avenue, between Church and Stewart.

I strongly disagree with the looming deadline of December 11th for comments on the Robb
Avenue upgrade, and I wish to request an extension until the end of January 2016.

I wish to also communicate that I felt the public meeting on November 26th was done very
pootly.

First of all, I was expecting and would have preferred a presentation to be made to us, explaining a
lot of the details of the proposal, some of the areas of concern the Town is already aware of, some
other possible options besides the overlay of the "ideal scenario” over top of the photo of the
existing scenario, and a full explanation of how nothing is written in stone yet. This had to be
tound out, bit by bit, by each of us who had the tenacity to stay and sift through the maps and wait
for an opportunity to speak to one of the four officials. Some people may have left without
understanding the proposal well, nor the repercussions, nor any possible options for changing it.
(not how, but what changes to suggest) A full back and forth discussion, allowing questions and
answers to be heard by EVERYONE in the room, would have educated us all more thoroughly
and efficiently, in my opinion.

There's a lot said these days about a lack, on the part of government, to engage with citizens and
invite a truly democratic process. I'm feeling that from this situation of the November 26th open
house on the Robb Ave Upgrading. I appreciate your willingness to host an open house and have a
tew staff and contractors available for a couple hours to answer questions. I do feel that the way
you went about informing us was very unclear. It wasn't "user-friendly." It wasn't easy to know
what the full repercussions would be for various elements of the proposed changes. Attendees had
to really dig and dig to find this out, on an individual basis. Some people left that room far less
informed than others, which is a shame. Now, if we want to call a neighbourhood meeting on our
own to have a back and forth discussion about the proposal and various options, it is up to us, and
we find out this week (rather than at the open house) that there is a December 11th deadline, noted
on the webpage created 3 days ago. http://comox.ca/hall/latest-news/956

Information at the meeting such as the current width of the street and sidewalk would have been
helgful in understanding the repercussions of the proposed widths of the "ideal scenario”
R
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presented. Clear photographs of a few examples of short stretches of the plan (for instam m
property), with the "ideal scenario" then overlayed as a sketch, would have helped clarify how
much of our greenscape would have to be sacrificed for this transportation corridor.

I now have a lot more first-hand empathy for the pathetic consent process that First Nations are
subjected to by govt and industry ~ incomplete information given at public hearings, short time-
span for comment/feedback, to name a few. We went in there not knowing what questions to ask,
and I'm sure a few people left without finding out enough details to even start questioning, let
alone developing feedback. I thought the wall maps were very unclear photos ~ the only part that
was somewhat clear, though small print, was the new plan overlayed on top. It was very difficult to
understand the repercussions of that new plan. I was also not aware that the arborist report was
available to view at that meeting, altho the webpage http://comox.ca/hall/latest-news/956 seems
to indicate that this was at the meeting.

A note about this web page. Wouldn't it be nice if all affected residents along Robb Avenue were
made aware of this web page, as well as the December 11th deadline for comments? I only found
out yesterday through a neighbour. I would prefer to be fully informed by the Town.

I do want to point out that I phoned the Town of Comox shortly after the lines were painted on
the sidewalks and rights of way on Robb Avenue (this past August?). I was transferred to the voice
mail of Glen Westendorp, leaving a message that I was curious what these lines were about and
what is planned for Robb Avenue. I did not get a call back. I had heard a rumour back then that
the boulevard cherry trees were slated for removal, as well as changes to sidewalks. I know that a
tew other neighbours were curious and concerned back then, when the painting was done. It has
not been easy to find out what changes have been proposed for our street, and now that we have
been informed, there is a really tight timeline for feedback.

We need more time to clarify our understanding of the proposal, in order to educate our
neighbourhood about what areas they may wish to provide feedback on. This December 11th
deadline is way too soon, as well as this being the busiest month of the winter for most

households.
