We are residents of 205 Gage Rd. several metres away from this proposed development. We
invested in this area because of its rural appeal. This development will directly affect the people who
live in this area diminishing the rural nature of our neighbourhood and decreasing our property
values.  We live in one of the most highly sought-after neighbourhoods due to the pastoral and
rural appeal and to its closeness to downtown Comox. No longer will it be appealing with
uncontrolled development sprawling into our beautiful neighbourhood.

We would like to see the back 2 acres developed similar to the sub-divison already on Forester Ave.
The lots bordering Lazo Rd should be 3/4 acre lots which would reflect already established land use
in this area. There should also be a large berm of trees along Lazo to hide the sub-division and the
already established trees within the sub-division should be maintained. The developer should put a
trail along Lazo Rd. in front of the development to address the increased traffic flow and to allow
walkers and bikers to use Lazo Rd. safely.

I am sure that you are aware that the developer is doing this solely for monetary gain. They are not
doing this to enhance our area or develop the lot in an environmentally friendly way that will maintain
the rural feel of Lazo Rd.

Development in our beautiful valley is inevitable but to maintain the beauty of our area it needs to be
done sensitively and with regard for the environment and for people who live in the area.

Very saddened by this and we do not support this proposal.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide input on the impacts of the proposed development at 1182 Lazo Road
on our community.

There are a number of impacts that this development will have on our community.

First, the increase in traffic flow on Forester Avenue and on Lazo Road will create significant risks to children,
pedestrians and cyclists. This is a family neighborhood and increasing both the number of vehicles and the
speed will irrevocably alter the neighbourhood.

Secondly, removal of the trees and underbrush from the property will cause significant runoff onto existing
properties in the neighbourhood. This occurred on existing properties on Forester Avenue and resulted in
significant costs to the homeowners to remediate the problem.

Thirdly, 1182 Lazo Road, particularly the northern end, is a significant wildlife corridor. Removal of the trees
and shrubs paired with pushing Forester through will essentially eliminate this corridor.

Fourthly, the proposal will totally and irrevocably change the character of Lazo Road. This property can be
developed with respect to the environment and the neighbors if the density is decreased and it is developed
consistent with the already established land use along Lazo Road, basically no smaller than % acre lots. Lazo
Road is rural in nature and should remain that way. Properties along Lazo Road should maintain the country
nature of the neighbourhood, not citify it!

Fifth, this is a family neighbourhood. There needs to be a safe park area where children can play.

Since it is summer and many people may be away on vacation, we request that you defer the Open House until
September.

To whom it may concern:

Thank -you for the opportunity to give input and share our concerns with the proposed development of 1182
Lazo Road

We are Christine and Herve Monier and live at 1187 Coach Place and our property almost backs on to the
proposed development.

We have a number of concerns regarding the impact that this proposed development will
have on our community.

1. First, the increase in traffic flow on Forester Avenue will create significant risks to
children, pedestrians and cyclists, especially if the extension of Forester is to go through
to Lazo Rd.

2. Secondly, removal of the trees and underbrush from the property will cause significant
runoff onto existing properties in the neighbourhood. We are concerned that there is
not sufficient storm drainage given the number of existing houses and with the
proposed expansion.

3. Thirdly, 1182 Lazo, particularly on the northern end, is a significant wildlife corridor.
Removal of the trees and shrubs paired with pushing Forester through will eliminate
this corridor. If the development does go through we would like to see as many mature
trees kept as possible rather then the developer clear cut the parcel of land. In this
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neighbourhood many mature trees have been kept which enhances the rural nature of
this area.

Fourthly, the proposal will totally and irrevocably change the character of Lazo Road.
Lazo Road is rural in nature and should remain that way. We are also concerned that
there might be some Garry Oak trees in this parcel of land. Many deer live in this parcel
of land and that adjacent to it. We are worried that we are encroaching on this sensitive
ecosystem.

Fifth, this is a family neighbourhood. The closest children’s playground is over on
Beckton Drive. Consequently many children in this area, play on the street and/ or cul de
sacs which is clearly not safe especially with the potential for increased traffic.There
needs to be a public open space/safe park area where children can play. If this land is
indeed developed we would like to see a park/open public space created in the
proposed development.

Since it is summer and many people may be away on vacation, we request that you
defer the Open House until September.
